SUMMARY 

As many as 462 million children and young people aged 3-18 live in 35 countries 
affected by crises - 75 million of whom are in the most desperate need of educational 
support. Despite both parents and children identifying education as one of their highest 
priority needs, less than two percent of all humanitarian funding has gone to education. 
The Special Session will launch Education Cannot Wait – a Fund for Education in 
Emergencies, and produce commitments and actions as part of global efforts to 
prioritise education in emergencies and protracted crisis.
